This will be a shortened beginner course with the predecessor to the full
songwriting class being offered later this spring. Our class will include basic music theory, ear
training, rhythm transcription, and composition. The students will be in charge of composing their own
music, running their own rehearsals (under staff supervision), and will assist staff in the recording
process of their own original piece. We are in the process of offering several new classes this spring so
be sure to keep checking in to see what new classes and programs are available.
